Rules for granting and application procedure for the Individual Study Programme for PhD Students of the JU MC Doctoral School of Medical and Health Sciences
1. An individual study programme may involve:
a) changing the schedule of courses specified in the study programme as mandatory for the educational cycle, 
b) changing group if classes are held in several groups,
c) individual completion of certain courses,
d) attending selected courses remotely, provided that the technical conditions and the way the courses are run allow this,
e) changing the dates of credits and examinations in the course of study,
f) individual crediting of certain lectures/classes/seminars in agreement with the course coordinator.
2. Permission for an individual study programme may be granted to the PhD student in particularly justified cases, especially in documented instances such as:
a) disability or illness that prevents on-site attendance at classes for an extended period,
b) pregnancy or the care of a minor child,
c) taking up studies after a break due to parental leave,
d) necessity to make up study programme differences due to transfer from another doctoral school,
e) participation in academic projects or internships related to an ongoing research project, either abroad or domestically, that makes attending classes impossible,
f) commencement of studies at a date later than the beginning of the academic year (applies to special admission procedure or PhD students subject to the Polish visa procedure),
g) implementation of an industrial doctorate,
h) education at two doctoral schools under international agreements signed by the Jagiellonian University/Jagiellonian University Medical College,
i) other exceptional circumstances.
3. Approval for an individual study programme shall be granted for a full semester.
4. An individual study programme may apply to all courses included in the study programme for a given semester or only to selected ones.
5. The PhD student applying for an individual study programme shall submit an application to the Director of the Doctoral School at least 7 days before the start of the semester or immediately after the reason for the application arises, including:
a) the reasons for requesting an individual study programme,
b) the proposed form of implementation of an individual study programme, 
c) the list of courses to be covered by an individual study programme. 
6. If the PhD student's request is deemed justified, the Director of the Doctoral School refers the PhD student to the course coordinators responsible for the courses to be included in the individual study programme to determine the conditions for completing the courses and obtaining credits. The course coordinator is obliged to create appropriate conditions for the achievement of the learning outcomes assigned to the course in accordance with the study programme schedule. The conditions formulated by the course coordinators are forwarded by the PhD Student to the Director of Doctoral School, who takes the final decision
on the initiation and conditions of the individual study programme. In the decision-making process, the Director may consult the programme coordinator and programme pathway coordinator.
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
